RE: RECRUITING FOR 3 PARENT VACANCIES ON BOARD OF DIRECTORS
 When families of children and youth with special needs and service providers originally planned for an integrated system of services and supports to meet their needs, they proposed a different approach to how children’s rehabilitation services had been traditionally provided – the Children’s Treatment Network of Simcoe York.  Since its incorporation as a not-for-profit charitable corporation in 2005, the Children’s Treatment Network (CTN) has been governed by a Board of Directors of twelve volunteers from Simcoe County and York Region.  To ensure that there is always a strong child and family perspective in how the network is governed, CTN determined that four (4) of the twelve Board members should be parents of children or youth with special needs.
Each board member is expected to share their individual skills and knowledge so that the whole Board can effectively aid the Network in accomplishing its mission. Board meetings are held once monthly for 2.5 hours and in addition there is one committee meeting each month for the same amount of time.  These meetings may be accessed by teleconference and/or videoconference as well as face-to-face.  Although this is a volunteer commitment, travel or other necessary expenses are reimbursed for attendance at monthly meetings.

Currently, the Network Board of Directors has three vacancies for parents or family members of children with special needs.  To maintain the York and Simcoe balance, the Board is seeking one parent from York Region, and two parents from Simcoe County.
